Production sound desk 
For the installation of the production sound desk and lighting desk, the promoter must provide an area of 14’ wide 
by 6’ deep in the center of the hall at 50’ to 75’ from the stage. 
 
Security 
The local promoter commits to ensure the security of the Charbonniers’ members, crew and equipment.  Control 
must be held to all stage entrances as well as venue and dressing rooms, from the opening of the doors until the 
departure of the public.  
 
Dressing Rooms  
At least one (1) dressing room must be provided, with tables, chairs, ashtrays, towels, running water (hot & cold) 
and a toilet.  It must be large enough to accomodate 6 persons. 
N.B.:  The dressing rooms must have a lock and the keys must be given to the tour director upon his or her 
arrival.  The tour director will return those keys when the crew leaves.
